The participation fee, which 
includes lodging, 3 meals per day and all aquipment needed,  is 120 Euros.  OC and 
SB are trying to find sponsors in order to reduce the participation fee.  
We would like to remind you that the General Assembly mostly deals with internal 
organisational and not journalistic stuff. This is why applicants with FEJS experience 
will have an advantage in application procedure. This doesn't mean, however, that 
new members who show interest in participation and in FEJS won't be welcomed.

25 Euros extra. Participation fee for the GA is 120 Euro and if you will extend your 
stay, go sightseeing in the afternoon, sleep over at our hostel and leave on the 14th the 
pariticipation fee will be 145 Euro.
